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Understanding the College Application Timeline

Now that your senior year is officially
underway, it is time to begin your college
applications. Hopefully, you spent some time
this summer writing essays, working on
creating a resume, and finalizing your list of
colleges and universities to which you are
going to apply. If not, it is time to get busy!

The number one rule of the college application
process is this: PAY ATTENTION TO
DEADLINES. Colleges will not consider late
applications. Be careful to read the fine print
since some of the schools will set postmark
deadlines while others say your file must be
complete by the deadline. A huge key to the
college application process is to know the
college application timeline. Generally
speaking, there are three different types of
timelines:

Regular Admission. You apply by a
midwinter deadline, hear from colleges in early
April, make your decision and notify colleges
by early May.

Rolling Admission. You apply and usually
receive an admission decision within two to six
weeks from the time you submit your
application. Many public universities as well
as private colleges use this timeline.

Early Applications. Essentially, there are two
types of early plans, early action and early
decision. One is binding (early decision) and
one is nonbinding (early action).

Early Decision — This is considered “binding,”
so it’s essential that you be certain about
wanting to enroll at that college. You will
submit an application in early fall, and the
college can give you one of three answers. You
may be admitted, you may be deferred to the
pool of regular applicants, or you may be
denied. This commitment is very serious so
you should only be applying to one college
through this method.

Early Action — This is a nonbinding plan that
requires you to submit your application in
early fall (usually November 1 or 15). The
college lets you know their decision by early
January, but you have the right to wait until
May to respond. This gives you time to
compare colleges, including their financial aid
offers, before making a decision since the early
action application doe not commit you to
enroll if offered admission.

What are the advantages of utilizing an early
plan? For students who have found their ideal
college, applying early allows them to bypass
the regular spring notification deadline, avoid
the time and expense of submitting multiple
applications, and reduces the time and anxiety
spent waiting for a decision. Just remember
that applying early action and early decision is
not a mandate and is not for everyone. If you
know for sure you have found the college that
is the perfect fit or if you have spent the time
and energy to really narrow down your choices
the early plans may be right for you.

Finally, remember that college deadlines are
non-negotiable and you must plan ahead and
ask your teacher and counselor for letters of
recommendation. Remember to request your
official transcript in order for the document to
be processed and reach the college by the
deadline.
