Therefore, 
poor behavior or constant absence will lead to full dismissal from club without any 
refunds. 
 
PARENT ASSISTANCE IS REQUIRED.  Each corresponding parent will be asked to 
help with the kids during class and dismissal at least twice during the duration of this club.  
The days required to assist will depend on the quantity of enrolled kids. 
You don’t have to “hablar Espanol” to help out. However, you do need to commit to 
come in and help or provide your substitution.  A volunteer form with dates will be 
formatted once you have been confirmed in the class. Please let me know if you are able 
to come in and help more than the required days. Extra help is always appreciated!
