Verbos Regulares e Irregulares

All verbs in Spanish end in etther AR, ER or [E.

1. AR and ER stem-changing verbs can ONLY change e-1e or o-ue.(not in the
0s0IT0s Of Vosoios)

Examples: jugar, pensar, doler (see the website for full conjugation in the present
indicative)

2. IR stem-changing verbs can stem-change from e-fe. o-ue or e-1 (not in the nosotros or
VOSOTos )

Examples: preferir, dornur, servir (see the website for full conjugation in the
present indicative)

3. Some verbs are wregular only in the “vo™ form.
Examples: dar-doy, salir-salgo. estar-estov

4. SOME werbs which end in “-uir” (not “-guir") add a v before vou add the endings
except in the nosotros and the vesotros forms.

3. SOME verbs which end in 1317 or “uar” will get an accent on the “i" or the “u™ i all
forms except nosotros and vosoiros,

6. Verbs which end in “-ger™ or *-gir” the “g" will change to a ™" before “o” or “a”.
(This means just in the “vo form and when working with formal commands.)

Examples: escoger  afligir (see the website for full conjugation in the present
mndicative)

7. Verbs which end in “-guir™ you will drop the “u” before “o” or “a". (This means just in
the “vo form and when working with formal commands )

Examples: segmir distinguir (see the website for full conjugation in
the present indicative)

8. Verbs which end i a “-cer” or “-cir” if the “-cer/-cir” comes right after a vowel, then
the “c” changes to a “zc” before "o or "a” (This means just in the “yvo” form and when
working with formal commands. )

If the “-cer/-cir” comes right after a consonant, then the "¢’ changes to a "z before “o”
or "a” (This means just in the “yo” fonm and when worlang with formal commands.)

Examples: conocer  forcer
