Pre-AP Drawing II
Summer Work

You will need access to a computer with sound, a color printer and camera in order to complete these assignments.  In addition, you will need cardboard or canvas no larger than 12” x 16” + oil or acrylic paints, brushes, paper and pencils to complete the art assignments.

1.  Go to www.gerhard-richter.com.
2. Browse through his galleries and biography.  Gerard Richter is one of the most important and famous 21st century artists.  Be prepared to talk about his history and reasons for creating art throughout the years, including his membership in the group of artists called Capitalist Realists.
3. Go to the video tab.  View the following videos.  Each is 6-8 minutes in length.  Be prepared to take notes and review them several times if necessary to understand the concepts to create artwork listed in number 4.

a.  Paintings from Private Collection

b. Overpainted Photographs

c. Portraits Part I

d. Portraits Part II

4.  Create the following pieces of artwork no smaller than 9” x 12” but no larger than 12” x 16”.  Use the above videos as guides for subject matter and techniques.  Photographs may be used as references.
a.  Your “Most Perfect Picture”.  Take a photograph, print it on a color printer and using Richter’s technique, overpaint on top of the photograph with acrylic paint if the photo is on paper and oil paint if it is on canvas or heavy photography paper.  Review video for technique.  Don’t cover up the entire photo.  Make sure where you put the paint has meaning.  Mount photo on cardboard for strength.
b. Design and create a “Devotional Picture” that explores reality vs. appearance.  This can be a painting or drawing.
c. Paint an artwork that describes “Continual Uncertainty”, the state of not knowing.  This can be abstract using Richter’s mosaic of colors or realistic.  Use Richter’s technique of taking a dry brush when the painting is almost finished and blurring or scraping all of the edges.  Review videos for technical details.
d. Draw a personal portrait of someone that shows “Elusive Character”, or a person turning away or with an inverted gaze. 

Have fun, good luck and enjoy your summer!  Artwork “a.”  is due the first day of class for critique.  Artwork “b. – d.”  the second class period.
